REPORT OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES
FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31 MARCH 2009

The Board of Trustees has pleasure in submitting its Report and Accounts for the year ended 31 March 2009.
Reference and administrative details are contained on pages 1 and 2.

Structure, Governance and Management
Governing Document
The Society is registered as a company, the registration number being 25816, and is limited by guarantee. In the event of a winding
up, the liability of each member to contribute under the guarantee is limited to £2. The Society is governed by its Memorandum
and Articles of Association. The Society is also a registered charity, the registration number being 212384. The Memorandum and
Articles of Association were revised in 2008 and approved by members at the Annual General Meeting on 13 December 2008.

Trustees (and Directors) and Their Appointment

The members of the Board (the Committee to 13 December 2008) are the Trustees of the charity. They are elected in rotation by the
members of the Society at the Annual General Meeting. Each member may serve two consecutive terms of three years and is not then
eligible for re-election for a year. The members of the Board of Trustees are also all duly appointed Directors and those who served
during the year, together with dates of appointment and resignation where applicable, are listed on page 1.

Induction and Training of Trustees

As members of the Society new Trustees are already familiar with its governing structure, financial affairs and research activities. At
the first meeting of the new Board after the Annual General Meeting, the Chair describes the role and responsibilities of Trustees. An
induction session is held in London and all new Trustees are expected to attend, with existing Trustees also invited, and additional
training is provided as necessary for key Trustees. At Board meetings, they are briefed by the Director on any current or long-
standing issues with which they may not be familiar. All newly-appointed Trustees are sent copies of the Minutes of recent Board
and Committee meetings and a copy of the Charity Commission’s guidance ‘The Essential Trustee: What You Need to Know’. They
are also advised to consult regularly the Charity Commission website.

Organisational Structure

The administration of the Society is in the hands of the Board of Trustees, which meets five or six times a year. There are Committees
covering Research, Finance, Development and Outreach, the Northern Branch of the Society, Management of the Oxyrhynchus
Papyri Project, Management of the Delta Survey and other subjects as required; these Committees make recommendations to the
Board of Trustees. A Director is appointed by the Board of Trustees to manage the day-to-day operations of the Society.

Risk Management
The Board of Trustees has identified the major risks to which the Society is exposed and remains satisfied that systems are in place
to mitigate the Society’s exposure to these risks.

Objectives and Activities

Objects of the Society

The principal activities and main objects of the Society are to advance the education of the public with reference to Ancient and
Medieval Egypt and countries in the same region; and to promote art, culture and heritage by raising the knowledge, awareness and
understanding of the language, arts, culture, religion and all other matters relating to Ancient and Medieval Egypt and countries in
the same region.

Explanation of the Society’s Aims

The Society’s main aims are to broaden our knowledge of Egyptian civilisation through funding excavation and research in Egypt;
the publication of findings and other related subjects, providing Study-Days, conferences, seminars and lectures and financing
studentships and providing small grants to individuals for their work in the field of Egyptology.

Main Objectives for the Year and Details of Significant Activities

The main objectives for the year and the significant activities that contributed to achieving those objectives continued to be the
carrying out of the Society’s aims by means of fieldwork and research projects in Egypt and by promoting awareness among the
general public by the publication of books and magazines, the maintenance of the free-access library, the expansion of the website
and greater use of free online tools, and disseminating information regarding ancient Egypt by means of Study-Days, lectures and
other events. The Trustees have had due regard to the advice of the Charity Commission on public benefit and will continue to offer
events as economically as possible, given the need to cover all expenses from ticket sales. Where possible an increasing number of
events will be held at Doughty Mews where they can be offered at little or no charge to the public. The Trustees have also initiated
a new programme of providing speakers on Egypt, free of charge, to school, community and other groups throughout the country.

Strategies for Achieving Objectives

The Society’s strategies for achieving its objectives involve obtaining funding from various institutions, subscriptions from Society
members and individual donations. The Society is also constantly looking for new Trustees who will bring additional expertise and
knowledge to the Society’s work.



Achievements and Performance

Review of Charitable Activities

The Society’s extensive programme of fieldwork and research continued with study of material from excavations at Saqqara,
Memphis, Qasr Ibrim and Sais (a joint mission with the University of Durham). In the Nile Delta, fieldwork continued in Minufiyeh
Governorate and a new survey project was initiated at Yetwal wa Yuksur. By giving grants from its Excavation Fund, the Society was
able to support work at Tell Basta, Kellis (Dakhla Oasis), Sesebi (in Sudan) and Amarna. The Amelia Edwards Projects supported
the work in Minufiyeh Governorate and at Karnak, as well as facilitating a new project on the Oral History of Egyptology. One
Excavation Memoir was published during the year: Eugen Strouhal, The Memphite Tomb of Horemheb Commander-in-Chief of
Tutankhamun IV. Human skeletal remains and one Archaeological Survey Memoir: A B Lloyd, A J Spencer and A el-Khouli, Sagqara
Tombs 111. The Mastaba of Neferseshemptah. Two Graeco-Roman Memoirs were published: N Gonis, D Colomo et al (eds), The
Oxyrhynchus Papyri 72 and, in honour of Professor Peter Parsons and Dr John Rea: D Obbink and N Gonis (eds), The Oxyrhynchus
Papyri 73. The annual Journal of Egyptian Archaeology and two issues of the Society’s colour magazine Egyptian Archaeology
were also published. The Society’s website (www.ees.ac.uk), including the on-line Library catalogue, has been redesigned and
updated. Greater use has been made of electronic means of disseminating free access information with an e-newsletter sent to
members and regular postings on Flickr, Tumblr and Facebook of EES events and news. A Conference, Study-Days, Seminars and
an evening class were organised in London, with a lecture programme in Cairo, in addition to joint events in Bolton and Glasgow.
Site-visits within Egypt, and longer tours, were organised by the Society’s Cairo Representative. Another members’ tour of Egypt
is being planned for March 2010.

Financial Review

Principal Funding Sources and Expenditure in Furtherance of Society’s Objectives

During the year ended 31 March 2009, the Society was again reliant on grants and donations which amounted to £167,000,
subscriptions of £132,000 and publication sales of £93,000. This income enabled the Society to spend £66,000 on excavations and
£217,000 on publications and journals including support costs in the year.

Reserves Policy

The Society makes provision for the expected publication costs over the following two financial years of the results of field and
research work already carried out. Apart from its tangible fixed assets (mainly real property) there was a surplus on reserves in
the Society’s unrestricted funds at 31 March 2009 of £99,847 (2008: £113,691). This surplus, together with a year’s anticipated
incoming resources is believed to be sufficient to finance a typical year’s excavation programme and approximately twelve months’
operating expenses, which would be at an appropriate level. The Board of Trustees has agreed that the Society should aim to hold
an amount equivalent to up to two years’ expenditure in reserve.

Investment Powers, Policy and Performance

Under the Memorandum and Articles of Association the charity has the power to make any investment which the Board of Trustees
sees fit. The Board of Trustees considers that apart from its real property, most of which is required for functional use, its requirements
to generate both income and capital growth are best met by a mixture of equities and specialised unit trusts designed for the charity
sector. As a consequence, the Society purchases such a mix, using a reputable stockbroker. The performance of these investments is
kept under review. The total movement (income and capital combined) on unit trusts for the year to 31 March 2009 was (32)%; that
on equities and loan stock was (20.8)%. The corresponding figure for the FTSE All Share Index was (32.2)%.

Plans for the Future

With the loss of government funding (from March 2009), the Society is currently reviewing its fieldwork and research strategy. Major
projects may have to be reduced in scope but the Society intends to continue with its own fieldwork and research projects in Egypt
and to offer grants from its Excavation Fund. Early career researchers will be encouraged by awarding grants from the Centenary
Award Fund. The publications programme will continue, as will annual publication of the subscription volumes: The Journal of
Egyptian Archaeology, Egyptian Archaeology and the Graecco-Roman Memoirs. The Society will be looking to continue with trying
to raise non-governmental funds from private and corporate donations. The Outreach programme of Study-Days, lectures and other
events will be continued and augmented. Increased use will be made of open-access online outlets.

Statement of the Board of Trustees’ Responsibilities

The Board of Trustees is responsible for preparing the financial statements in accordance with applicable law and United Kingdom
Generally Accepted Accounting Practice. Company law requires the Board of Trustees to prepare financial statements for each
financial year which give a true and fair view of the state of affairs of the Society and of its income and expenditure for the year. In
preparing these financial statements, the Board of Trustees is required to:-

i) select suitable accounting policies and then apply them consistently;

i) make judgements and estimates that are reasonable and prudent; and

iii)  prepare the financial statements on the going concern basis unless it is inappropriate to presume that the Society will
continue in operation.

The Board of Trustees is responsible for causing proper accounting records to be kept which disclose with reasonable accuracy at
any time the financial position of the Society and to ensure that the financial statements comply with the Companies Act 1985. It is
also responsible for safeguarding the assets of the Society and hence for taking reasonable steps for the prevention and detection of
fraud and other irregularities.

Independent Examiners

The independent examiners, Messrs. Wilding, Hudson & Co., Chartered Accountants, have expressed their willingness to continue
in office.

This report, which has been prepared in accordance with the special provisions of Part VII of the Companies Act 1985 relating
to small companies, was approved by the Board of Trustees on 31 July 2009 and signed on its behalf by P A Spencer, Company
Secretary.

THE REPORT OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES FOR 2008/2009

On 31 March 2009 the Society had 2,329 members (including 76 library members), associates and student associates.
On 10 November 2008 Mr Philip Wickens, a serving member of the then Committee, sadly died. Despite his serious
illness Mr Wickens continued to participate fully in the affairs of the Society and attended Committee meetings up to
August 2008. He will be greatly missed by his many friends and colleagues in the EES and in the Thames Valley Ancient
Egypt Society which he founded. Another sad loss during the year was that of Hilary, Lady Weir, who died suddenly
on 2 November 2008. Lady Weir was the widow of the Society’s former President, Sir Michael Weir, and had been a
loyal supporter of his work for the Society. She had served as Chair of both the Brooke Animal Hospital and the Ramses
Wissa Wassef Education Trust and visited Egypt often, dying unexpectedly on the day she returned from her last visit.
Her dedication to the causes she supported and her love for Egypt will be long remembered.

The Board of Trustees were also saddened by the loss of other colleagues: Professor Cathleen (Candy) Keller, Associate
Professor of Egyptology in the University of California, Berkeley and a member of the EES from 1976, died on 18
April 2008; Professor Emma Brunner-Traut, formerly of the Archaeological Institute, Tiibingen, died on 18 June 2008,
Dr Svetlana Hodjash, of the Puskin State Museum of Fine Arts, Moscow, died on 13 August 2008 and Dr Peter Munro,
former Professor of Egyptology at the Free University, Berlin, died on 2 January 2009. Egyptology lost one of its major
scholars when Professor Jean Yoyotte died in Paris on 1 July 2009 at the age of 81. A former holder of the Chair of
Egyptology at the College de France and author of many publications, Professor Yoyotte will always be associated with
the site of Tanis where he directed French excavations from 1965 to 1985.

THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

At the Annual General Meeting on 13 December 2008 members approved the new Memorandum and Articles of
Association, one result of which was that the governing body of the Society was changed from a Committee to a Board
of Trustees, with twelve Trustees being elected to serve, initially, for a term of three years, in addition to the Society’s
three Officers. Dr Aidan Dodson who had served as Acting Treasurer since 2 July 2008 stood down at the AGM and
Mr Paul Cove was elected to serve as Treasurer for a term of three years. During 2008, falling numbers of Committee
members had led to the co-option of six members to the Committee, three of whom (Ms Janine Bourriau, Dr Karen Exell
and Professor Dominic Rathbone) were then elected to the new Board of Trustees. The Society is grateful to them and
to the three who did not stand for election to the Board (Professor Rosalie David, Mr George Hart and Dr John Taylor)
for their support during 2008.

The composition of the new Board of Trustees is: Dr lan Shaw (Chair), Dr Paul Nicholson (Vice-Chair), Mr Paul Cove

and Miss Alexandra Whittaker.

THE LONDON OFFICE

Dr Patricia Spencer continued to serve as Director (and Company Secretary) with Mr Roo Mitcheson as Administrator.
After completing his research leave, Mr Chris Naunton returned to his post as Deputy Director on 1 April 2008. Ms
Hannah Lewis-Perry whose contract expired on 30 June 2008 was succeeded by Miss Tina Paphitis as the Society’s part-
time Junior Administrator from 1 October 2008. The Officers and Trustees are very grateful to all of the staff for their
hard work, enthusiasm and initiative during a period of continued change and transition for the Society.

CAIRO

In Cairo, the Society’s Representative, Ms Faten Abd el-Halim Saleh, has continued to support EES and other expeditions
in the field and to organise lectures, site-visits and tours for members. The Trustees are very grateful to her for her hard
work on behalf of the Society and its members. They would also like to acknowledge the support of staff at the British
Council in Cairo: Mr Paul Smith (Director), Ms Julia Race (Deputy Director) and Ms Sondos Abd er-Rakhman.

EVENTS

The Society now has, thanks to an initiative by a Trustee, Lucia Gahlin, a list of speakers who will give talks and
promote the Society to schools, community groups and other societies throughout the UK. The initial response from
groups approached has been very positive and a number of talks for the coming year have already been arranged.

London

A special event was held on 11 July 2008 when Professor Francesco Tiradritti spoke to EES members on the results of
his recent fieldwork and research at the Theban tomb of Harwa. The lecture was held at the Society of Antiquaries and
was followed by a reception.

The successful series of ‘Saturday Seminars’, initiated in 2007 and held at the Society’s premises at Doughty Mews,
continued on 5 July 2008 with ‘Epigraphy in Egypt’ led by Mr Chris Naunton, Mr Will Schenck and Ms Julia Jarrett. On
22 November 2008, and again on 21 March 2009, Dr Karen Exell and Dr Ashley Cooke discussed ‘From Excavation to
Exhibition - ancient Egypt in Museums’ and on 28 February 2009 Drs Jeffrey and Patricia Spencer described the British
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Museum’s excavations at ‘The Island of Amun - the Delta site of Tell el-Balamun’. The Seminar on 18 April, ‘In the Grip
of a Rebel - the First Intermediate Period in Egypt’, was led by Dr Glenn Godenho and on 23 May Dr Maria Cannata
discussed ‘The business of death: arranging for the afterlife in Ptolemaic Egypt’. The final Seminar for the academic
year was held on 4 July when Mr Chris Naunton and Mr Campbell Price talked on ‘“Fishing for Statues”: new research
on the Karnak Cachette’.

Making further use of the Society’s own premises for events, Dr Alice Stevenson, in a new venture for the Society,
taught a well-attended and well-received evening class in October and November 2008 ‘An Introduction to the Origins
of Ancient Egyptian Society’. In addition two evening lectures were held at Doughty Mews: on 13 May when Mr Joost
Hagen spoke about ‘A dossier of one Arabic and four Coptic letters found at Qasr Ibrim (AD 758-60)’ and on 3 June
when Dr Mohammed Kenawi discussed ‘Beheira Survey: New light on old discoveries in the Western Delta of Egypt’.
His talk was followed by a brief presentation by Dr Judith McKenzie on aspects of Roman commercial gardens, based
on evidence from Egypt.

On 25 October 2008, an EES Study-Day ‘The Men of the Gang: the village of Deir-el-Medina and its inhabitants’
was held in the Brunei Theatre at the School of Oriental and African Studies (SOAS) in London. The event was chaired
by Dr Morris Bierbrier and speakers were: Professor Jac Janssen, ‘Before and after the strikes at Deir el-Medina’; Dr
Karen Exell, ‘The Tomb Scribe Ramose: the king’s eyes’; Dr Mark Collier, ‘Villainy and Evidence. The infamous Chief
Workman Paneb: what do we really know about him and how do we know this’ and Dr Ben Haring, ‘Tombs, papyri
and ostraca: historical developments in the royal necropolis administration of the New Kingdom’. The Study-Day was
followed by an event to launch the Society’s Amelia Edwards Projects, chaired by Dr Exell, where Dr Joanne Rowland,
Mr Chris Naunton and Mr Kristian Strutt (for Mr Angus Graham) talked about the work of their projects. Discussion
continued at the reception following where displays were mounted on each of the projects: Gebel Ramla (Dr Rowland),
the Oral History Project (Mr Naunton) and the Karnak Land- and Waterscapes survey (Mr Graham). On 21 May 2009
a special event for members of the Amelia Edwards Group (donors of at least £250) was held at Doughty Mews when
donors were able to talk to the three project directors about their work. The Treasurer, Mr Paul Cove, thanked all the
donors for their generosity and then each director gave a short presentation on the work which had been funded by
members of the Group.

The Annual General Meeting was held on Saturday 13 December 2008 in the Brunei Theatre at SOAS and was
preceeded in the morning by an event, chaired by Dr lan Shaw, ‘Every beautiful thing: materials, craft and technology
in ancient Egypt’ with talks by: Dr Elizabeth Bloxam, ‘Ancient quarrying in dynastic Egypt: fresh perspectives on the
technological, logistical and social organisation’; Ms Janine Bourriau, ‘The story of a wall and a drain: amphorae, the
non-biodegradables of antiquity’; Dr Felicity Wild. ‘Qasr Ibrim and the textile revolution’ and Dr Janet Ambers and Dr
Rebecca Stacey, ‘The colours of eternity: pigments and techniques used in the wallpaintings of Nebamun’. The AGM
was followed by a lecture by the Vice-Chair of the Society, Dr Paul Nicholson, ‘An Ancient Industrial Estate at Amarna’
and a reception in the Brunei Suite.

On 7 February 2009, the Society hosted jointly with Birkbeck College and the British Institute for the Study of Iraq a
Study-Day; ‘From Babylon to Amarna: ancient Middle Eastern interactions in the days of Akhenaten’, with talks from
Dr Paul Collins, Dr Jack Green, Dr Frances Reynolds, Dr Daniel Schwemer and Dr Kate Spence. The event was chaired
by Dr Mariana Giovino and Dr Frans van Koppen and also included a musical performance.

On the evening of 9 March, members were privileged to attend a private EES viewing of the newly-opened Nebamun
Paintings Gallery at the British Museum with a reception in the Department of Ancient Egypt and Sudan.

The Society’s annual two-day conference was held in the Brunei Theatre at SOAS on 20 and 21 June 2009 and
presented the results of recent fieldwork and research funded, or supported, by the Society. The sessions were chaired
by Professor Alan Lloyd and Dr Ian Shaw and talks were given by: Dr Patricia Spencer, ‘Surveying Yetwal wa Yuksur’;
Dr Daniela Rosenow, ‘The Tell Basta Project: recent fieldwork at the sacred place of the cat goddess Bastet’; Professor
Dominic Rathbone, ‘The Oxyrhynchus Papyri; headline news’; Mr Angus Graham, ‘Three islands at Karnak? Results of
the 2009 study season’; Mr Chris Naunton, ‘The EES Oral History Project: (recorded) highlights of the work so far’; Dr
Joanne Rowland, ‘Investigations in and around the Quesna gezira: the latest findings from the geophysical survey test
trenches and drill core programme’; Professor Alan Lloyd, ‘Neferseshemptah and his world’; Dr David Jeffreys, ‘Recent
events at Memphis and Saqqara: the ghettoisation of Egyptian archaeology?’; Professor Olaf Kaper, ‘The reconstruction
of the mammesi of the god Tutu in the Dakhleh Oasis’; Dr John Cooper, ‘Ancient Ports, Ancient Canals of Suez’; Dr
Kate Spence, ‘New fieldwork at Sesebi: contextualizing Akhenaten’s colonial town’ and Dr Gillian Pyke, ‘Latest results
of the survey of the Panehsy Church Project’. The conference included a reception on the Saturday evening in the Brunei
Suite.

On 24 June, the British Academy hosted a one-day seminar for papyrologists to discuss individual papyri from the
EES Oxyrhynchus collection. This was followed by an evening presentation, convened by Professor Eric Handley
and Dr Dirk Obbink, at which Dr Obbink, Professor Peter Parsons and Dr Dorothy Thompson presented the results of
their research, and a reception at which a copy of the latest Graeco-Roman Memoir (7he Oxyrhynchus Papyri 73) was
presented to Professor Parsons in whose honour, together with Dr John Rea (unable to be present), the volume had been
prepared.

The Society would like to thank all the speakers, and the staff of the SOAS for their continued support of EES events.
We are also grateful to Mr Vivian Davies and Ms Claire Messenger for arranging the private EES view of the Nebamun
Gallery, the Society of Antiquaries for the use of their facilities for Professor Tiradritti’s lecture, Birkbeck College and
the BISI for inviting the Society to participate in the 7 February study-day and the British Academy for hosting the 24
June event and for its ongoing support of the Oxyrhynchus Project.
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Cairo

As usual, there were no EES lectures during the holy month of Ramadan and the Cairo lecture season, held in the Garden
Room at the British Council, started on 20 October when Dr Abdel Rahman el-Eidi described ‘The SCA excavations
at el-Lahun’. On 4 November, Mr Joost Hagen discussed ‘Wine for the bishop: Kings and saints of medieval Christian
Nubia (New evidence from Qasr Ibrim)’ and on 10 November, Dr Neal Spencer gave a talk ‘At the limits of the
Ramesside Empire: the British Museum fieldwork at Kom Firin (Western Delta) and Amara West (Sudan)’. This was
followed, on 24 November by Dr Nabil Swelim who discussed ‘The dry moat of the Step Pyramid Complex’. On 15
December, Dr Mohammed Abdel Maksoud talked about ‘New discoveries on the ancient military road of Horus, Tell
Hibwa’. On 1 December, Dr Francesco Tiradritti explained ‘The Excavations in the Funerary Complex of Harwa (TT
37) and Akhimenu (TT 404)’ and on 9 February, Dr Maarten J Raven gave a lecture about ‘Dutch excavations in the
New Kingdom necropolis at Saqqara 2007-08: the tomb of Ptahemwia’. On 16 February, Professor Dr Mousalam
Shaltout discussed ‘The orientation of the great temple of Abu Simbel. (Is it astronomical, seasonal, topographical, or
geological?)’ and on 23 February Dr Teodozja Rzeuska gave a talk, ‘Ancient Egyptian pottery - curse or blessing? Late
Old Kingdom Pottery from Saqqara’. On 17 March Dr Krzysztof Cialowocz and Dr Marek Chlodnicki described ‘Recent
discoveries at Tell el-Farkha (Nile Delta)’ and on 23 March, Dr Penny Wilson talked about ‘Water water everywhere:
the results of the north west Delta Survey’. Dr Ian Shaw, on 30 March, discussed ‘The Liverpool University Harim
Palace Project: new fieldwork at Gurob’. On 27 April Dr Joanne Rowland talked about ‘Latest results from fieldwork
in Minufiyeh province - 2008 and 2009 seasons’ and on 11 May Dr Andrew Bednarski discussed ‘Frederic Caillaud and
his unpublished “Arts and Customs of the Ancient Egyptians”’. On 15 May Dr Gillian Pyke gave a lecture on ‘Getting
away from it all: the Christian Settlement at the North Tombs at Amarna’.

The EES programme of site-visits and tours continued with a tour on 24-25 October to el-Moghra Oasis and then
between 25 December 2008 and 6 January 2009 members visited the Gilf el-Kebir, accompanied by geologist, Dr
Mohammed Hamdan. The camping tour included the Dakhla and Baharia Oases and Wadi Sura, Wadi Abdel Malak
and Wadi el-Obayed as well as the Gilf el-Kebir itself and the ‘great sand sea’. The ancient sites of Minya Province,
including Amarna, Beni Hasan, Tehna el-Gebel, the Frazer tombs, el-Ashmunein, Tuna el Gebel and Gebel el-Tayr were
visited between 11 and 14 Februry 2009 and on 28 February members made an excursion to Saqqara. On 4 April Dr
Penny Wilson hosted a study-day at Sais, looking at the results of the EES/University of Durham excavations; the trip
also included a visit to Behbeit el-Hagar, an Ottoman public bath and the monastery of St. Aba Nub. On 24-25 April
members toured the Eastern Desert and visited the IFAO excavations at Ain Suhkna, the monasteries of St. Antony and
St. Paul, and camped overnight in the Wadi Araba exploring the alabaster ancient quarries. On 16 May members visited
Abu Rawash pyramid site, and el-Hassana dome (a protected area).

On 26-27 March the EES hosted jointly with the Egyptian Supreme Council for Antiquities a Delta Survey Workshop
at the British Council. During the day, short introductory talks to topics were given by Mr Sabri Abdel Aziz Khater and
Dr Mohammed Abdel Maksoud (for the SCA) and by Dr Jeffrey Spencer, Dr Joanne Rowland and Dr Penny Wilson (for
the EES) with much discussion by the many archaeologists who attended. A full account of the Workshop can be found
at the Society’s website: www.ees.ac.uk

From 3 June to 30 July 2009 a photographic exhibition ‘Europe-Egypt - a long-lasting archaeological cooperation’ was
on display at the Egyptian Museum in Cairo, organised by the SCA in collaboration with the Delegation of the European
Commission in Egypt, various European embassies and archaeological institutes. The EES contributed to the exhibition
and also acted as co-ordinator for the UK representation.

The Society is grateful to Dr Zahi Hawass, Secretary General of the SCA, for permission to visit excavations, and to
SCA site Inspectors for taking the time to talk to members about the sites and their work. The Society would also like
to thank the SCA, especially Mr Sabri Abdel Aziz Khater and Dr Mohammed Abdel Maksoud, for participating in the
Delta Workshop; the British Council for the use of its lecture facilities; all the speakers at EES Cairo events and Dr
Penny Wilson and Dr Mohammed Hamdan for sharing their expertise on site with members.

Bolton
On 11 September 2008, Mrs Nettie Adams gave the annual joint EES/Bolton Museum talk on ‘From Ibrim to Bolton:
rags to riches’ at the Bolton Museum and Art Gallery.

The Board of Trustees is grateful to Mr Tom Hardwick and the Museum authorities for their continued support of the
Society.

Glasgow
On 9 May 2009 Dr Patricia Spencer gave the annual joint EES/Egyptology Scotland lecture on ‘Back to the Future:
archaeology in the Nile Delta’ at the Burrell Collection in Glasgow.

The Trustees are very grateful to Egyptology Scotland for hosting the annual joint lecture.

AWARDS AND GRANTS

Of the four Centenary Awards made in August 2008, two have now been taken up: Dr Gillian Pyke has continued her
study of the Christian conversion of the tomb of Panhesy at Amarna and Mr Amr Gaber has undertaken recording of
scenes in the temple at Philae.

In 2008 four grants were made from the Society’s Excavation Fund; to Professor Olaf Kaper to undertake restoration
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and conservation work on Roman wall-paintings of the mammesi at the temple of Tutu in Kellis (Dakhleh Oasis), to Dr
Kate Spence to carry our a survey at the Site of Sesebi in Sudan, to Dr Daniela Rosenow for electromagnetic mapping
and auger-drill coring at Tell Basta and to Dr Gillian Pyke to survey Christian remains near the tomb of Panehsy at
Amarna.

Also in 2008 the Society launched the ‘Amelia Edwards Projects’ where three closely defined areas of research were
presented to members for direct support. Thanks to the generosity of EES members all three projects received sufficient
funding: Dr Joanne Rowland carried out sub-surface investigations at the Delta site of Quesna, Mr Angus Graham
studied finds from previous seasons of work at Karnak to understand better Nile movements in the area and Mr Chris
Naunton initiated the Oral History Project which began by interviewing Professor Harry Smith and (with Mr John
Johnston) Professor Kenneth Kitchen (see further below ‘Archive’).

LIBRARY

Balancing the need to maintain as comprehensive as possible a research library as ours with the cost of purchasing a
good proportion of the publications which appear each year was made easier in 2008-09 by the proceeds from the sale of
books from the library of Ms Edwina Iredale. Copies of volumes already held in the EES library were sold at Doughty
Mews throughout the year and at various EES events. The rarer and more valuable duplicates were sold on eBay in sales
in December 2008 and May 2009, raising a total of over £3,000 for the library’s acquisitions budget. Much of this money
has already been put towards the purchase of new books and lists of recent acquisitions are available online at www.ees.
ac.uk/archive/recent-acquisitions.html.

In addition to purchasing books the Society continues to receive numerous publications through exchange with other
institutions and a new exchange agreement was made with the Universita degli studi of Milan in autumn 2008. The
Society sent a number of its publications to Milan for the library in the department of Egyptology and a very heavy box
full of new titles, many of them the publications of the University’s very active programme of research into Egyptological
archives, arrived at Doughty Mews in February 2008.

The holdings were extended further by books and offprints donated by authors, publishers, members and others. The
following in particular are due the Society’s thanks in this regard; Morris Bierbrier, F G Giannachi, Len Gleeson, David
Jeffreys, Patricia Spencer, S D Spina, Lynn Stagg, John Walsham and C Ziegler.

Members might like to see some statistics: in the 2008-09 financial year 489 books were loaned to members and
numerous photocopied articles were posted to those unable to use the library in person; 340 library users signed the
Society’s visitors’ book (although the number of library users is probably considerably higher since not all members sign
every time they come); the Society maintained exchanges with 41 institutions in 22 different countries and by 31 March
2009 over 21,000 items in total had been accessioned to the library.

ARCHIVE

The digitisation in 2007 of 14,000 of the Society’s oldest photographs, made possible by a generous donation from the
estate of Lucy Gura, has enabled the Society to make good progress this year in its aim to make the collection more
accessible. In addition to receiving a number of visitors wishing to consult the collection at Doughty Mews in person,
staff can now deal with a significant proportion of enquiries by e-mail, and are able to provide specific images on request
and to make groups of the digitised photographs available for browsing. This has allowed researchers from all over the
world to gain easier access to the collection, increasing the number of scholars consulting the Society’s material for their
research, and the number of individuals and organisations using items in the collection to illustrate articles, books and
films. The Society granted permission to reproduce its images in over fifty cases in 2008-09, raising a significant amount
of money from reproduction fees.

More photographs have been uploaded to the web, primarily via the photo-sharing site Flickr (see http://tinyurl.
com/n7md23), to give members and others an idea of the kind of material in the collection and to raise awareness of its
importance. In addition, short illustrated accounts of research undertaken in the archives have appeared on the Society’s
news pages, see for example http://tinyurl.com/makv19.

Two projects which are designed to complement the archival material were initiated in 2008-09; Dr Morris Bierbrier
began preparing a fourth edition of Who Was in Egyptology for publication in 2011, and the Society’s Oral History
Project, which aims to provide anecdotal information on the history of the Society and Egyptology in general, was
launched in October 2008. This was one of the Society’s inaugural Amelia Edwards Projects and thanks to the generous
donations of our members it was possible to record two interviews before the end of 2008-09, with Professors Kenneth
Kitchen and Harry Smith respectively. The footage has been added to the Society’s digital archive and a short video clip
from the interview with Professor Kitchen is now online (http://tinyurl.com/nzomm4). Further material will be made
available in due course and more interviews are planned for the coming year.

Housing the Archive remains a major concern. Some of the remaining money from the Lucy Gura donation has been
used to fund the transfer of hundreds of glass plate photographs to new, archive-standard plastic envelopes but the
cabinets in which the photographs are stored are inadequate from the point of view of both conservation and access. A
major campaign is planned for 2009-10 to raise funds to re-house the material to ensure its long-term preservation and
to improve facilities for researchers and other visitors. In November 2008 a group from the Sussex Egyptology Society
toured the premises at Doughty Mews to see the collection and we are hoping that as facilities improve we will be able
to entertain many more such groups in future.



PUBLICATIONS

Two Memoirs were published during the year, both of which cover the results of past EES work at Saqqara; Excavation
Memoir 87, Eugen Strouhal, The Memphite Tomb of Horemheb, Commander-in-Chief of Tutankhamun 1V. Human
skeletal remains and Archaeological Survey Memoir 41, A B Lloyd, A J Spencer and A el-Khouli, Saqgara Tombs
II. The Mastaba of Neferseshemptah. Two Graeco-Roman Memoirs were published: N Gonis, D Colomo et al (eds),
The Oxyrhynchus Papyri 72 (subscription year 2006-07) and D Obbink and N Gonis (eds), The Oxyrhynchus Papyri
73 (subscription year 2007-08) published in honour of Professor Peter Parsons and Dr John Rea. The annual Journal
of Egyptian Archaeology and two issues of the Society’s colour magazine Egyptian Archaeology were also published.
The Trustees are grateful to all the authors and editors of EES publications, particularly the GRM Editors (Dr Nikolaos
Gonis, Dr Dirk Obbink and Professor Peter Parsons), the JEA Editor-in-Chief (Dr Mark Collier) and the Editor of
Egyptian Archaeology (Dr Patricia Spencer). All have the support of editorial advisors and colleagues and a debt of
gratitude is owed to all who help to ensure that the Society publications’ programme proceeds smoothly.

FIELDWORK

This was the last financial year in which the Society, as a BASIS institution, received funding from the British Academy
and the reduced funds allocated by the Academy were specifically for ‘winding down’ work. Some funds were used to
enable progress to be made with the publication of past fieldwork but sums were also allocated for study-seasons at Qasr
Ibrim and Sais. A separate application to the Academy for ‘Approved Project’ status for the Society’s Delta Survey was
successful and this enabled a new survey to be initiated at the Delta site of Yetwal wa Yuksur. The Delta Survey work in
Minufiyeh Governorate, part-funded by the Society’s Amelia Edwards Project, continued. Further study seasons, again
funded from outside sources, were undertaken on the pottery from the Anubieion at Saqqara and the excavations at Kom
Helul.

The Trustees would like, on behalf of the Society’s Field Directors and all their team-members, to express their warm
appreciation of the help and support received from officials of the Supreme Council for Antiquities in Cairo, in particular
the Secretary General, Dr Zahi Hawass. Thanks are also due to the Director General of Foreign and Egyptian Missions’
Affairs, Dr Magdi el-Ghandour, and the staff of the SCA security office.

i. Yetwal wa Yuksur

As part of the Society’s Delta Survey a short season of work, funded by the British Academy, was carried out at Tell
Yetwal wa Yuksur, located just north of EI-Masara, between the 14 and 22 March 2009. The team consisted of Dr Jeffrey
Spencer, Dr Patricia Spencer, Dr Tomasz Herbich and Mr Dawid Swiech. The SCA Inspector was Mr Yusri Ahmed es-
Sayed Qub. The programme was to begin a magnetic map of the site and record surface material. The site consists of a
low mound, which rises to a maximum elevation of about 3m above the surrounding cultivation. It measures just over
400m from north to south and about 360m from east to west. There is a small modern village on the eastern edge. On the
highest point a steel survey-marker was found under the dust, of the type placed by the Egyptian Government Survey
Department. On old maps from the early twentieth century, the site was named Tell Kurdud, but the name had changed
to Tell Yetwal wa Yuksur by 1907.

Magnetometry Survey

During the work of this short season, an area of 4.4 hectares of the mound was surveyed by magnetometry, including
most of the western side. Part of the site at the south-east is occupied by a modern cemetery and is not, therefore,
available for mapping. The large amount of fired brick fragments in the surface dust, because of their high magnetism,
interfered with the mapping and made features difficult to identify. The survey of the lower ground to the north and
north-east produced better results and the outlines of several buildings were revealed, arranged on a south-east to north-
west alignment. These structures include at least two large, rectangular buildings which appear to be more than ordinary
houses; they may be administrative buildings or some other type of official structures. Once the position of these
buildings had been located on the magnetic map, it was possible to see their presence from surface traces on the ground.
Approximate measurements obtained from the surface traces showed that the more northerly building must have had an
interior length of about 29.5m and a width of 15.5m. The date of these buildings remains to be established. To the north
of these structures the magnetic map shows other faint indications of wall-lines running for a considerable distance on
the same orientation, perhaps indicating the presence of an extensive built-up area.

Surface features
Close to the north end of the site are about 20 large blocks of red granite lying on the surface, with others half-buried.
One of the largest appeared at first inspection to be part of a column, but it is in fact just a block with the edge above
ground rounded by erosion. It is broken into two pieces with a combined length of 5m and a thickness of 60cm. Some
of these blocks have been moved in modern times, and one is now lying just off the edge of the mound, in a ditch beside
the fields. The presence of these stones suggests that there may have been a pharaonic temple or similar monument at
the site. The fact that the surviving stone is all granite is a typical effect of the quarrying of ancient monuments, where
the limestone is the first material to be removed.

An examination of pottery fragments on the surface indicated a large proportion of material from the Roman Period,
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with a few earlier examples from the Late Period. The quantity of sherds available for study on the surface was limited
and many had been so broken up by erosion and salt action that they were of little use for dating. More fragments were
found in the earth thrown out from the recent cutting of an irrigation channel along the western edge of the mound. These
again were mostly of Roman date.

ii. Sais and the Delta Survey

The Durham University/Egypt Exploration Society team worked from 19 August to 17 September 2008 and 24 March
to 16 April 2009. The teams comprised: Dr Penny Wilson (Field Director), Ms Danika Parikh, Ms Rebecca Crawford
(Illustrators), Ms Sakura Sanada (Prehistoric Pottery), Dr Veerle Linseele (Animal Bones), Ms Rebecca Phillips (Lithics),
Mr James Taylor, Ms Veronica Tamorri (Survey and Pottery Study), Ms Nathalie Andrews (Pottery Study), Ms Maria
Correas (Mud House Survey), Mr Ahmed Bilal and Miss Fatima Rageb Kamel (SCA Representatives) as well as Mr
Ashraf Abdul Salam, Miss Rania Kamal Sobhy and Mr Ahmed Ibrahim Fahmy (SCA training Inspectors). Funding
is gratefully acknowledged from the British Academy, Auckland University, Carlisle & District Egyptology Society,
Thames Valley Ancient Egypt Society and all of the team members.

Summer 2008

The work concentrated on drawing and studying the pottery from Excavation 10, carried out in 2007. The material
provided a good type set for the Ptolemaic-Roman Period pottery at Sais and reflects the trading network and elite
activity at the site during that period. It will be published as part of a report on Excavation 10.

The Saite Period pottery included a few examples of red-polished sherds from globular vessels or larger ‘buckets’ as
well as several small lamps. There were some fragments of Syro-Palestinian ‘torpedo’ amphorae, in fabrics ranging
from Levantine pale orange types to Nile silt imitations. There were also a few rims from mortaria, including a stamped
rim which had small hard stones embedded into the grinding surface. The pottery reflects the cultic nature of the area
and may derive from the temple complexes in the area. The Ptolemaic material included sherds of the echinus-bowl
type as well as some Ptolemaic black-ware bowls and glossy black fabric vessels, best known from Buto. Some of the
cooking vessels, including those with the handles joined at the rim, may also date to this period as well as examples of
the dinos rim type, with long flat rims from flattened globular bowls. The imported amphorae included some distinctive
Chiote amphora fragments as well as Koan originals and derivatives, including examples with the figure-of-8 handles
(double rolls of clay, loosely stuck together). There were also Ptolemaic amphorae with triangular rims in various fabrics
including examples from Rhodes. Most of the Early Roman period pottery consisted of cooking vessels and a large
number of necks, body fragments and bases from Amphore Egyptienne Type 3. These could be divided into two groups
based on the configuration of the rim and both date from the second to the fourth century AD. A few pottery sherds dated
to the Late Roman Period, including filter neck jug sherds and there were also some examples of Gaza type amphora,
dating from the 4th to 7th century AD.

Spring 2009 - Survey Work

The survey team visited seven sites and villages in the neighbourhood of Sa el-Hagar and recorded surviving mounds
or fells underneath the villages, stone fragments and ancient pottery scatters at the villages. They also recorded modern
mud-brick houses as part of an ethno-archaeological project. In the village of Kom el-Najjar a number of orthoquartzite
blocks were noted. They were decorated with kheker-friezes and may have originally come from Sais. The blocks were
built into the village mosque, which in turn stood upon a 4m high mound around 200m by 200m in size. The old mound
area at Kom Surad was field-walked with pottery collected dating to the Ptolemaic and Roman periods. In the villages of
Kom el-Abyad, Najrij and Kom Abbud some pottery was collected, limestone blocks noted and low mounds recorded,
but in all cases the amount of material found was limited. Further to the north of Sais, the mission also visited Shabas
Shuhada and Shabas Umayyir, both of which have been suggested as locations of the ancient town of Cabasa. Both sites
had impressive modern cemetery mounds with ancient pottery, but that at Shabas Shuhada also had stratified deposits
of material clearly visible in the side of the cemetery mound, which covered an area of 260m by 200m. A number of
limestone, granite and basalt blocks were also found in various locations around the town, thanks to the help of the
local people. The ancient area at Shabas Umayyir comprised two cemetery mounds, rising to a height of about 4m. The
pottery from both sites dated to the Roman Period and it is possible that both settlements may have been part of the
ancient Cabasa. They may have stood on each bank of the now-defunct Saitic channel of the Nile and thus controlled
the surrounding areas.

Spring 2009 - Post-Excavation Work

The study season included research on animal bones, in order to refine the identifications of the material from the
Prehistoric Excavation 8 and to compare the assemblage with material from the Fayum. In addition, the bird bones were
also identified, mostly as ducks, and freshwater snails and bivalves were identified to species level. The lithic (flint)
material from Excavation 8 was studied in order to compare the assemblage to that from the Fayum and also to identify
the source of the raw material. The pottery from the Neolithic levels of Excavation 8 was studied as part of a project
working on Lower Egyptian pottery technology. Pottery and small finds from the Ramesside Period Exacavation 1 were
checked for the final publication and some further drawings and photographs made of the material. Finally, chips of
pottery samples were taken from the Ramesside and Prehistoric material in order to send it to the French Institute and
SCA Research Centre for analysis.
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In preparation for the summer 2009 season, a system was devised to record the large amount of pottery collected in the
waste water project in Sa el-Hagar. Some of the material was drawn and recorded as part of an assessment of the best
way in which to deal with the large quantities of pottery.

Work at Sais will continue until the main fieldwork publications have been completed and while limited funding can
be obtained.

iii. Minufiyeh and Delta Survey

The season started on 28 March 2009 and concluded on 15 May. The members of the team were: Dr Joanne Rowland
(director), Mr Geoftrey Tassie (deputy), Dr Nils Billing, Dr Joris van Wetering, Mr Peter Popkin, Mr Scott Haddow,
Ms Sonia Zakrewski, Dr Stavroula Golfomitsou, Mr Kristian Strutt, Dr Tomasz Herbich, Mr Artur Buzek, Mr Dawid
Swiech, Mr Szymon Zdzieblowski, Ms Rebecca Phillips, Mr Maarten Horn, Ms Sarah Inskip, Mr Ahmed Fahmy, Ashraf
Senussi, Mr Mohammed Hamdan, Mr Kevan Edinborough and Mr Daniel Jones. The SCA inspector was Mr Abdullah
Ahmed Abd-al Helim Zahra and the mission also included three trainee inspectors of the SCA: Miss Narmine el-Morsy
el-Said, Mr Medhat Amin Hassein (28 March-28 April 2009) and Mr Mohammed Abd-al Kader Bedir (16 April-15
May).

The fieldwork was funded by the John Fell (OUP) Research Fund at Oxford University, The EES Amelia Edwards
Projects Fund and the Seven Pillars of Wisdom Trust.

Quesna Archaeological Area
Three test trenches were opened: Trenches 1 and 4 in the area of the cemetery and Trench 3 in the Sacred Falcon
Necropolis.

Trench 4 comprised a 5m x 10m trench to the northeast of Trench 1 and the mausolea. This revealed 15 poorly preserved
burials, with one ceramic (double vessel) coffin. One of the graves contained a multiple burial, of which 5 skeletons
were exposed and excavated. This multiple burial cuts several of the other earlier burials within the trench. Trench 1
was re-opened in order to ascertain whether earlier burials lay within the trench. A single burial was excavated and after
further exploration in the trench it was determined that there were no further burials for a further 50cm downwards and
the trench was backfilled. Before backfilling the trench surface was examined using Ground Penetrating Radar (GPR)
which did not suggest any further remains below the surface.

Trench 3 (18m x 3m) situated to the northwest of the gezira at Quesna across two possible structures demarcated by the
2006 geophysical survey. Half way through the season Trench 3 was reduced to 4.50m x 3m in order to maximise the
information potential of the trench. The trench revealed mud-brick features which can be related directly to the corridors
excavated by the SCA. Remains of what appear to be collapsed/removed arches were visible in the west-facing section
of the trench and probably indicate passageways leading into the corridors of the falcon gallery. A flattened layer of
falcon bones and textile, in the north of the trench, suggests an area where falcon mummies had been stored or prepared
and in the area of the reduced trench, fragmented animal bones, bird eggs and possible resinous material associated with
the mummification of birds were found which strengthens the association of the area with the nearby corridors where
the bird mummies were deposited. Beneath this the remains of a collapsed mud-brick structure were located which
appear to be part of a vaulted mud-brick ceiling associated with a subterranean structure; this will be investigated in
2010. Ceramic sherds date possibly as early as the New Kingdom, with a predominance of sherds associated with the
Ptolemaic period. The types range from amphorae to basins, bowls and a cooking pot. A number of pieces of worked
limestone appear to have related to architectural features (possibly lining for arches) in the falcon gallery.

Conservation
The main focus for conservation this season was the reconstruction of the ceramic coffins that were lifted during the
2008 season from Trench 1 and two vessels from Coffin 1 were successful reconstructed.

Geophysical Survey
A geophysical survey using both GPR and magnetometry was carried out at Quesna. The GPR was also helpful in
detecting sub-surface structures associated with the falcon gallery, which aided in the work in Trench 3. GPR to the
north of the mausoleum helped to identify the continuation of this structure. On the northern edge of the gezira the
magnetometry survey indicated the possible remains of further elements of the cemetery in the north of the gezira.
Magnetometry conducted on the low ground around the gezira was unsuccessful in locating settlement remains,

however, resistance tomography did locate the original subsurface extent of the Quesna gezira.

A GPR survey was carried out Kom el-Ahmar. The results showed structures may exist along the modern track running
along the outskirts of the village from the Gurn el-Maawad to the main school square. Sub-surface anomalies on the kom
indicated a number of sub-surface features including the location of further stone blocks.

Drill Core Survey

Kom el-Ahmar, Minuf (QUS09-33) This reached a depth of 5.18m. The sediment was mostly silty-clay and flecks of
pottery sherds came up through the core with a very few small pieces of limestone coming up at 3.48m below surface
and at 4.16m below the surface and 5.18m below the surface.

Khattatbah (QUS09-34) This core was aimed at establishing the depth of the mud layer and the presence of any potential
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Neolithic settlement remains. The core began at approximately 1.5m below the surface of the field (in the area of a
modern trench) and reached a depth of 3.78m before the sand was hit. A few patches of very degraded pottery emerged
in the core.

Khattatbah (QUS09-36) This core reached a depth of 2.32m and sand persisted throughout the core. The sand revealed
a microlith at 0.78m below the surface.

Minshat Damallu (QUS09-35) This core reached a depth of 2.85m and revealed mostly clayey silt sediment with small
flecks of ceramic sherds scattered throughout the core.

Ground Survey

The ground survey focused on the region along the Rosetta branch of the Nile in between Kafr Dawud in the north and
Khattatbah in the south. The majority of the survey focused in the region around Khattabah and was highly successful in
identifying, mainly disturbed, lithic scatters ranging in date from the Middle Palaeolithic to the Neolithic.

iv. Memplhis,

The Survey of Memphis team, consisting of Dr David Jeffreys (Director), Dr Paul Nicholson (Co-Director), Dr Cordula
Werschkun, Ms Emily Stewart and Ms Hendrijke Nouwens was on site from 2 to 26 September 2008. The team is very
grateful to Mr Shaaban Ahmed Mohammed, the SCA Inspector assigned to the mission.

Kom Rabia

During a study season to complete work on the remaining material from excavation at Kom Rabia in the 1980s, Cordula
Werschkun studied the debitage from flint and other stone tools of New and Middle Kingdom date from the site, with a
view to publication in the near future.

Survey

David Jeffreys made a reconnaissance survey of the west part of the floodplain between Saqqara and Giza to identify
sites for sediment coring as part of our programme to explore environmental change and Nile river behaviour over the
past 6,000 years. We expect to proceed with this environmental survey in the next three years, starting with investigation
of the Saqqara/Mit Rahina area to test for unprecedented sand deposition in the third millennium BC.

Kom Helul

A short season of work on the recording of finds from the work at Kom Helul was undertaken by Dr Paul Nicholson along
with Ms Emily Stewart (Illustrator) and Ms Hendrikje Nouwens (Registrar). The work was focused on the recording of
objects needed for publication and archive purposes.

v. Saqqara, Anubieion

From 15 October to 7 December 2008 and 4 March to 31 May 2009, Mr Peter French and Ms Janine Bourriau continued
cataloguing the pottery from the Anubieion excavations, stored at Saqqara. Previous seasons had completed the fieldwork
on the first pottery volume, to the end of the New Kingdom. The recent work has almost completed the second and third
volumes, dealing with pottery from the Late Dynastic cemetery and the Ptolemaic and early Roman temple. Ceramicists/
illustrators Ms Sabine Laemmel and Mr William Schenck drew more than 1,000 forms. SCA Inspectors assisting with
the work were Ms Naglaa Ahmed Ali, Ms Doaa Mohammed Abd el-Khalk and Mr Amir Nabil Mohammed.

vi. Qasr Ibrim

A team led by Dr Pamela Rose undertook a study-season in Aswan from 1-28 February 2009. The team consisted of Dr
Gillian Pyke, Ms Lucy-Anne Skinner, Ms Felicity Wild and Mr John Peter Wild. The SCA was represented by Mahmud
Abdillah Abdullah, and his helpful assistance is gratefully acknowledged.

The aims of the season were to continue the study of textile fragments excavated in earlier seasons (by conserving,
documenting and mounting fragments of painted textile found during recent excavations) and to complete the study of
pottery from the 2000 excavation season.

From 13 April to 4 May 2009, Dr Rose, Ms Lamia el-Hadidi, Mr Eric Miller and Dr David Singleton continued work
on the conservation of the Taharqo painting, now at the Nubia Museum in Aswan, funded by a grant from the American
Research Center in Egypt. The team is very grateful to the SCA in Aswan for help and support.
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TREASURER’S REPORT

I was elected to the Board of Trustees, and as Treasurer, in December 2008 so this is my first report as Treasurer of
the EES and I would first like to thank my predecessors, Dr Aidan Dodson and Ms Susan Royce, for many of the
developments relating to Finance in 2008/09. Mr Ben Rayner was also elected as a Trustee in December 2008 and
although the Society has no official office of ‘Deputy Treasurer’, he has acted in this capacity and I am very grateful for
his support and advice. On behalf of the Finance Committee, I would also like to thank the Society’s Administrator, Mr
Roo Mitcheson, for taking good care of the Society’s financial affairs on a day-to-day basis.

Against the background of a difficult year in the financial markets generally, in balance sheet terms the Society’s funds
have dropped considerably. Total net assets at the end of March 2009 were £404,193 (2008: £469,147). These reserves
represent the accumulation of past surpluses and to formalise the value of funds that the Society can accumulate,
during the year the Finance Committee set a Reserves Policy, which aims to hold sufficient reserves to fund two years’
expenditure. The policy was set conservatively for two primary reasons:

. Removal of the British Academy grant-in-aid (£94,000 pa in 2007; £50,000 pa in 2008 and 2009) has decreased the
Society’s regular unrestricted income by making the Society predominantly reliant on membership subscriptions
and donations.

. Reduction in the value of the Society’s reserves in general due to the current financial situation.

The Society’s gross income is divided between Unrestricted Funds received in 2008/09 of £434,648 which, after
expenditure, are available to meet the charitable purposes of the Society and Restricted Funds of £25,301 which have
been given to the Society for specific purposes.

During the 2008/09 financial year the Society made a surplus (before revaluation of investments) of £44,608 (with
Unrestricted Funds showing a surplus of £60,232 and Restricted Funds, as a result of making awards from the Excavation
Fund, showing a deficit of £15,624) as compared with an overall deficit of £8,894 for the 2007/08 financial year. The
surplus for 2008/09 was largely as a result of one-off legacies and it is worth noting that excluding these the Society
would have made a financial loss in 2008/09. Against this background the Finance Committee has set a prudent budget
for 2009/10.

The budget assumes no large one-off donations or legacies because the Committee felt that we should not assume these
will be forthcoming. It is also important that we engage more with our membership and to that end are more actively
focusing on fundraising activities which fulfil the Society’s charitable objectives and also align with our membership’s
interests (e.g. making awards to the Amelia Edwards Projects). To assist with this process, in 2009/10 for the first time,
we will fund a modest Outreach programme to proactively engage with our members and other supporters.

I would like to thank personally all those who contributed to the Society during 2008/2009, and with your continued
support and generosity, we hope that our financial position will strengthen, enabling the Society to maintain its 125 year-
old position in the vanguard of British Egyptology.

The Board of Trustees (who are also the directors of the company for the purposes of company law) are responsible
for the preparation of the accounts. The Board of Trustees considers that an audit is not required for this year under
section 43(2) of the Charities Act 1993 (the 1993 Act) and that an independent examination is needed. The company’s
gross income exceeded £250,000 and we are qualified to undertake the examination by being a qualified member of the
Institute of Chartered Accountants in England and Wales.

Having satisfied ourselves that the charity is not subject to audit under company law and is eligible for independent
examination, it is our responsibility to:

- examine the accounts under section 43 of the 1993 Act;

- to follow the procedures laid down in the general Directions given by the Charity Commission under section
43(7)(b) of the 1993 Act; and

- to state whether particular matters have come to our attention.

Basis of Independent Examiners Opinion

An examination was carried out in accordance with the general Directions given by the Charity Commission. An
examination includes a review of the accounting records kept by the charity and a comparison of the accounts presented
with those records. It also includes consideration of any unusual items or disclosures in the accounts, and seeking
explanations from you as Trustees concerning any such matters.

Basis of Preparation of Accounts

The accounts have been prepared under the historical cost convention (with the exception of investments which
are included at market value), the Financial Reporting Standard for Smaller Entities (effective January 2007),
the Statement of Recommended Practice, Accounting and Reﬁortin by Charities (SORP 2005), issued in March
2005, and include the results of the Society’s activities which are described in the Trustees” Annual Report and
all of which are continuing.

Incoming Resources

Income is included in incoming resources in the Statement of Financial Activities. The income from operating
and other activities is shown gross, with the associated costs included in resources expended. Income from
books sold by the Society’s publications distributor is included at the amount receivable from that distributor.

Voluntary income such as grants and donations providing core funding are recognised as and when there is
entitlement and the amount can be measured. Such income is only deferred when the donor specifies that the
grant or donation must only be used in future accounting periods or the donor has imposed conditions which
must be met before the Society has unconditional entitlement.

Income from activities for generating funds comprises rental income and is recognised as the service is provided,
i.e. when the rent falls due.

Investment income is recognised on a receivable basis.

Income from charitable activities includes publication sales and subscriptions. This income is recognised on a
receivable basis except when such income relates to future accounting periods and then the income 1s deferred.

Resources Expended

Resources expended are included in the Statement of Financial Activities on an accruals basis, when a liability is
incurred, inclusive of any VAT which cannot be recovered. Grants and studentships (which are non performance
related) are recognised when awarded.

Costs of generating funds are those costs incurred in attracting and administering voluntary, rental and investment
income.

Governance costs comprise the costs of running the Society and include compliance with constitutional and
statutory requirements.

Support costs include overheads and other costs not directly attributable to particular activities and are apportioned
to those activities on a basis consistent with the use of resources, including by reference to staff time.

Stock

No account has been taken of the value of stock of publications at the balance sheet date. Costs of printing are
written off when incurred.

Tangible Fixed Assets

The Board of Trustees is of the opinion that the current open market value of the freehold property is in excess
of cost. Accordingly, no depreciation has been provided on the buildings.

Other fixed assets are stated at cost less depreciation. Individual fixed assets costing £2,000 or more are capitalised
at cost. Depreciation is dprov1ded on a straight line basis at rates calculated to write off the cost of fixed assets,
less their estimated residual value, over their expected useful lives at the following annual rates:-

Office furniture and fittings 20%
Computer equipment 25%

Fully depreciated assets have been eliminated.
Investments

Investments are stated at market value. The Statement of Financial Activities includes the net gains and losses
arising on revaluation and disposals throughout the year.

Funds Structure

The Society has a number of restricted income funds to account for monies where the donor has requested that
their donation be spent on a particular purpose.

The Society has a small permanent endowment fund, where the capital is held to generate income for charitable
purposes and where the Board of Trustees does not have the discretion to expend the capital.

All other funds are unrestricted income funds.
