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In this lintel, Hatiay is depicted kneeling on each side of the main scene,
worshipping several cartouches containing the names of the god Aten, King
Akhenaten, and Queen Nefertiti, directly above which is a large sign of the
sky. The top of the lintel shows the Egyptian corniche.The names of King
Akhenaten were intentionally removed from his cartouches.
