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was clear to see a statue of a cow inside a shrine.
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This shrine was built during the reign of King Thutmose Il (ca. 1479-1425
BC), and was completed by his son, King Amenhotep II. It was dedicated to
the worship of the goddess Hathor (in her animal form as a cow), who was
linked to the western mount of Thebes, in to which the shrine was carved. It
was carved as if the cow was emerging from the mountain that represents
the nether world. In addition to this, papyrus plants were engraved next

to the cow’s shoulders to represent the marshes of the Delta, the place of
Horus’ birth.The king was depicted kneeling while nursing from Hathor, and ) _ -
was again depicted below her chin in a position of worship.
